e Jazz Int3/Adv, Jazz Adv 1, Jazz Adv 2 & Modern are in ALL THREE SHOWS.
e Students in jazz will perform their jazz in the same show as their ballet, with a few exceptions. If a dancer does not have their jazz in the same show
as their ballet, the family will receive 2 free tickets to the show their jazz is in.

o  The week of May 14- May 18 all students will rehearse AT YORKTOWN STAGE.

Costumes/Hair:
o  For all ballet classes: light pink FOOTED tights, with NO seams (convertible tights are fine for Int 1-Adv), and pink or white ballet slippers with elastics
securely sewn. (Boys see teacher for specifics.)
Dancers need to wear a nude camisole leotard if a costume change is necessary.
NO UNDERWEAR OR BRAS UNDER COSTUMES, NO JEWELRY, ACCESSORIES, OR NAIL POLISH PLEASE! Small earrings (studs) are fine!
Hair must be neatly pulled into a secure bun and light makeup applied at home.
For pointe: Ms. Dancewear has the correct leotard and skirt to buy, if you do not have them already
Int 1:White, Int 2/3: Navy, IA: Maroon, Adv: Black
Capezio leotard CC101, Capezio skirt N309 or Mirella S12 (navy skirt only)
e  Additional recital wear for jazz and modern will be announced.
